The Honor Guard Academy provides leadership training for cadets, enabling them to introduce the CAP Honor Guard Program to their unit, wing and region. CAP honor guards are sought-after ceremonial teams that often perform in ceremonies where the U.S. flag is displayed, such as parades, funerals and sporting events.

Cadets in the academy are trained by the U.S. Air Force Honor Guard in three honor guard elements: ceremonial/demonstration, colors and funeral. The fourth element, drama, is taught by senior staff. The course is physically rigorous, requiring participating cadets to undergo a daily training schedule of 10 to 12 hours of standing while twisting, throwing rifles and marching.      
The activity is one of about 30 National Cadet Special Activities being sponsored by CAP across the nation this summer. These activities allow cadets to hone their skills in a variety of areas, including search and rescue, flight and emergency services, science, leadership fundamentals, citizenship and military courtesies and to explore aerospace technology and aviation careers. In 2007, more than 1,200 youth participated in 31 CAP-sponsored summer activities.

Through its cadet program, CAP builds strong citizens for the future by providing leadership training, technical education, scholarships and career education to young men and women, ages 12 to 20.
