This course provides an opportunity for youth interested in becoming astronauts, technicians or Air Force officers to explore space-related career fields. In this in-depth look at the home of the Air Force Space Command, cadets investigate orbital mechanics, domestic and foreign launch capabilities, satellite command and control systems, space surveillance systems, ballistic missile warning systems and ICBM facilities. 

Orientation tours may include North America Aerospace Defense Command (NORAD) and Intercontinental ballistic missile (ICBM) sites, giving students the opportunity to meet the men and women that are at the heart of day-to-day space operations. Students will also visit the Air Force Academy, where future Air Force leaders study and train.
The activity is one of about 30 National Cadet Special Activities being sponsored by CAP across the nation this summer. These activities allow cadets to hone their skills in a variety of areas, including search and rescue, flight and emergency services, science, leadership fundamentals, citizenship and military courtesies and to explore aerospace technology and aviation careers. In 2007, more than 1,200 youth participated in 31 CAP-sponsored summer activities.

Through its cadet program, CAP builds strong citizens for the future by providing leadership training, technical education, scholarships and career education to young men and women, ages 12 to 20.
