The Airborne Real-time Cueing Hyperspectral Enhanced Reconnaissance, or ARCHER, provides CAP aircrews and ground team analysts with visual information that often cannot be detected by the naked eye. Although often employed in search and rescue situations such as the search for adventurer Steve Fossett in fall 2007, ARCHER has also been applied to missions such as environmental surveys. The technology works by an operator programming a spectral signature and a high-tech camera scanning the ground below for the signature. The system can also be programmed to scan for anomalies or objects significantly different from the surroundings, as well as change comparison, or discovering changes over times through pixel-to-pixel comparison.
